The fallowing is a message from our counselor:
Parents-

We have almost finished our classroom guidance Bully Blocker lessons. Alf Carrie Martin stu-
dents have learned the definition of bullying {power-driven, one-sided, on purpose, and often re-
peated). We have discussed the terminology of bully, target, and bystanders and how/when to
tell adults about possibole bullying. We learned about the various types of bullying, including
direct, indirect, relationship, and cyberbullying. We know that acting “assertive" (versus "passive”
or "aggressive”) is the best way to
"talk, walk, and squawk" when addressing bullying situations, either as a target or as a bystander,
as well as in alt problem-solving situations.

The remainder of our weekly lessons will focus upon our "words of the week”, including: self-
esteem, seif-control, humanity, caring, courage, service, goal-settingfinitiative, and patience.
Please refer to the monthly Carrie Martin Newsletter for information regarding these lessons and
their connection to supporting student achievement and the social-emotional growth of our Carrie
Martin students.
