We have been talking in class about the importance of choosing "good fit" books for reading. We
have discussed finding a book you are interested jn reading, make sure you can read most of the words {use the
5 finger rule}, and check to make sure you understand what is happening. When students choose "good fit"
books, they can practice the comprehension and vocabulary strategies and they become better readers. Tn
class during our Readers' Workshaop, the students have lots of time to read good fit books to practice their
strategies. Ms. Bukowski {our student teacher) and I have been conferencing with the students while they read
to make sure they are choosing good fit books and to help them use their strategies, We will also begin to pull
small groups of students to work te strengthen reading strategies.

We have also been practicing responding to literature in our Reading/Writing Logs in school. Our
goal when responding to literature is to not retell the story, but fo write about our thirking, The students
should be starting to do this with their reading log homewerk as well, There is a blug paper with sentence
starters in the planner binder before the reading log section, These sentence starters will help to get the
students thinking about their reading. The students are encouraged to use the ideas from the blue page to help
them with their reading log sentences. Reading fog homework completion is a part of the third graders reading
grade this year.
