Holds, renewals and "wish lists" will also
be possible. There are no late fees (books just expire after 2 weeks).

Students will login with their standard credentials, which is first initial, middle initial, last name, last 2
digits of their graduation year. For example, if our president was a 7th grader, his log in would be
bhobamal 8. Students will use their lunch code for their passwords. 3 books can be checked out per person
at a time.

You may need to load Adobe Digital Editions onto your computer for ebooks (or Overdrive media for audi-
obooks). i is easy to do from the district e-library website below (choose "Get Software™).
